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10 minute Soda Cake





Tupperware Tools Required:			Ingredients:


6 ¼ cup or 8 ½ cup Heat’N Serve (HNS)		ANY box cake mix


Saucy Silicone Spatula				ANY flavored soda can 							(reg. size can)


 


Just these 2 ingredients – DO NOT MAKE THE CAKE MIX AS DIRECTED!





Empty cake mix straight from the box to the HNS container.  Slowly pour entire soda onto cake mix.  Stir until well mixed with spatula.  Cover and let stand for 3 – 5 min.�
�
Microwave on High 8 to 10 minutes.  Let sit in the microwave for 2 minutes “standing time”, then remove from microwave, carefully remove lid so as not to steam yourself!�
�
You'll know the cake is properly cooked if it has pulled away from the edge of the HNS about a 1/4 inch.


Cake will also be spongy to the touch. If you do use the lid (which I recommend), 


there will be a little "wet spot" in the center where the cake has touched the top of the lid.  It's perfectly okay. Let cake sit a couple more minutes to cool.


Place plate over HNS container and flip. Wait for cake to drop, if it hasn't already done so. �
